Using the word “unexpected” I took out my little tin coffin with various bullets in from the battlefields, let them handle them and talked about the bullet that they would not hear would be the bullet that would kill them. I told them the story about a SAS Colour Sgt Simon and being challenged in a corridor that Elvis Presley was his king I had remarked that his king was dead and encased in concrete. My king was alive and sat on a throne. I was able to take them through the death and resurrection of the Lord Jesus and the evangecube, but it was obvious that the lads in this room at this stage would not respond to the gospel. I have a little wooden stick with notches on it and a propeller at the end. You rub it one way on one side and the propeller turns left, rub it on the other side and the propeller turns right. It is all to do with vibration. I told the lads that surely it was obvious that I was trying to get them to turn round, repent, to change their minds and see things differently from a spiritual perspective and become born again. I left the lads with that thought hanging and went into the next room. This room had a totally different atmosphere and I was able to naturally talk about the Lord Jesus. The lads remembered 2 weeks ago I had had them in church and done the “armour of faith”. This last Sunday the Padre and I had taken them through Psalm 23, the compass and presented them with New Testaments. One guy said “Can I make my own religion up?” I replied “Remember the lad who using his own intuition thought he knew 100% where North was and he was a 100% wrong”. “There is a way that seems right unto man but the end is death” (Proverbs 14:12).  I took the lads through the death and resurrection of the Lord Jesus and then through the evangecube. I had also been involved with a Padre today in a Character lesson with these lads on Selfless Commitment and  I brought out the selflessness of Christ on the cross. Aaron, Stephen and Jamie Beer came looking for me. They had been talking about what I had said among themselves and sat down with the rest of the lads. I handed out my sweets taking them through Psalm 34:8; Romans 4:7-8; John 1:12-13; 3:3; 3:16; Acts 4:12; Luke 19:10; Romans 3:23; 1 Peter 2:24 and Romans 10:9-10. I had taken them through sin, salvation and repentance and I now took them through Jeremiah 29:11 explaining and asking them if they understood that the promises of God were only for the people of God. That God knew their hearts and whilst someone could talk them into something they could be talked out of it. The above lads prayed, with others watching on, “Lord Jesus, I believe you died for me personally, forgive me for my own sins, come into my heart and life and be my Lord, Saviour and Friend”.
